Course objectives:
The course will cover the theory and practice of organization of library materials. Lectures and in-class exercises will focus on the knowledge and skills needed for cataloging monographs and serials. Students will practice with current cataloging tools and standards including: AACR2r, Library of Congress Subject Headings, Library of Congress Classification, MARC formats, OCLC, and Dewey Decimal Classification.

Upon completion of the course students should:

- have a good understanding of the principles, purposes and uses of an on-line catalog

- master basic skills in descriptive cataloging and subject analysis

- have basic skills in searching catalogs and the bibliographic utility OCLC

- be exposed to recent developments in cataloging and electronic formats
